include a representative from the PDA.

If requested,
feedback will be available following the completion of

all heats.

The two runners up, will receive a
framed certificate and prizes. These will be presented
on stage at the Premier Trophy Awards to be held at
Plaisterers Hall in London on 2 July 2026.
